
KC’s Driving School – How It Works 
 

Getting Started 
 Parents should understand that when class begins the entire process of completing driver’s 
education will be explained thoroughly to the students. We will cover every subject such as; laws, 
and rules, forms and documents, behind the wheel scheduling and completion, etc. Students are 
told exactly how to complete our program. If you have questions, ask them, usually they will have 
the answer. Never hesitate to give us a call or email though. 
 
Driver’s Ed Requirements 
 In Wisconsin, if you are under 18, you must take an approved driver education course in 
order to get your license. KC’s Driving School has been approved to do this for over 23 years.  

Kathy Braatz started the school in Watertown and her husband, who worked for the DMV for 
30 years, helped her along. Eventually, several other family members started their own KC’s Driving 
School. There are now 6 locations that are “KC’s” and many others that are named something else 
throughout the State of Wisconsin. 

We are a small family run business. We are NOT perfect, but we do our very best. The safety 

of teen drivers is our main concern and we are always looking for new and better ways to educate 
them in driving. Our staffs of instructors are second to none. Each instructor is carefully chosen 
and screened for ability and character. We do not hire off the street and instructors always must 
come with a strong referral.  
 
Graduated Driver Licensing 
 In the year 2000 Wisconsin enacted the GDL. This is a 3 step process to take a young driver 
from no license to a full privilege “Regular” license.  

The Steps are as follows: 
1. Instruction Permit -  

To get a permit they must; 
1. Be enrolled in driver’s education. Enrollment takes place the first day of class. 

- We send an enrollment form via email prior to the first day of class or students 
complete it on the first day. We need the parent’s signature on the first day of class. 

2. They must be 15 ½ (to get their instruction permit).  
- Students can take class any time after 15 (or just before). They would have to wait to 
get their instruction permit until they turn 15 1/2. 

3. They must pass the written test. 
- Sometimes we offer the test. It takes us at least 1 hour and sometimes we do not 
have time. It only takes about 15 minutes at the DMV and you will have to go to the 
DMV in either case as the DMV issues the permit. Most students prefer to take the 
test at the DMV. 

4. They must present documents; 
1. MV3001 òGreenó form (application for license).  
 - Students will get this in class or we will mail it to them. We can’t sign the form 
until they are already or almost 15 ½. (Our signature is only valid for 60 days). 
2. A government issued original birth certificate. 

3. Social Security Card  
– if you don’t have the card bring the number and another form of ID such as 
the student’s school ID. 

4. The student’s parent or legal guardian must sign their “green” form at the DMV 
with the student. 

2. Probationary License – The first solo license issued. Points double after the first ticket.  
To get a probationary license they must; 
1. Complete driver education.  

A. Complete 30 hours of classroom 
- if they miss a day they must make up the session in a future class or other make up 
method. The instructor will work with the STUDENT to get them their make up 



requirement. Missing a day does NOT affect the student’s ability to get their permit, 
only they must complete their class make up prior to taking their road test. 

  B. Complete 6 hours of driving and 6 hours observing. 
- Each lesson is 2 hours long, they drive 1 hour and then observe another 
student drive the second hour. 

2. Have their permit for 6 months OR MORE. 
- During this six months or more they accumulate at least 30 hours of driving 
experience (10 hours must be at night). This they do with their parents. When they 
drive with their parents their immediate family members can be in the car, NO ONE 
else. 

3. Pass the road test 
- They will present their State Certificate of Completion from KC’s Driving School. They 
will receive their completion certificate AFTER their LAST BTW. 

4. Have their parent or legal guardian sign stating that they are in school and have 
completed at least 30 hours of driving 10 of which was at night.  

 
What Happens During The 30 Hours of Classroom?   
Class Format: The class is lecture based. We use a PowerPoint presentation that uses multimedia 
for maximum impact. There is very little writing on the part of the student. Each day we usually 
watch a short video. 
PAYMENT: The first day of class students pay by either cash or check. 
DAY 1 - We complete all the enrollment documents together as a group. We go over the entire 
process outlined in this form. Students are explained all the rules and how things work. 
DAYS 2 & 3 - The first several days are spent preparing for the written tests required to obtain the 
permit. We also talk about the need for participation in the Organ Donor Program. 
DAYS 4-14 - We cover in great detail all the things student will need to know to become safe 
drivers. Topics include; Highway Transportation System, Signs, Signals and Pavement Markings, 
Right of Ways, Vehicle Instruments, Controls and Devices, Basic Driving, Vehicle Maneuvers, 
Natural Laws and Driving, Sharing The Road, IPDE, City Driving, Intersections, Adverse Driving 
Conditions, Alcohol and Drugs and Driving, Rural Driving, Freeway Driving, Road Trips, Defensive 
Driving, Car Crashes, Buying a Car, Vehicle Maintenance, Insurance and several other topics. 
DAY 15 - We usually take an oral or variety test, eat something yummy and do some activities. 
 
What You Take To The DMV When You Go To Get Your Instruction Permit 
1. Temps application (MV3001) “green” form signed and dated by a KC’s instructor.  

- You will need to schedule your 1st BTW at our website in order to receive the form. There is 
a place on your BTW request to put your address. We will mail it to you or make 
arrangements for you to pick it up at our office. 

2. Birth Certificate or Passport (must be the original birth certificate) 
3. Social Security Card 
4. Parent 
5. $35 
 
“60 DAY” Rule - First Behind The Wheel Lesson 
According to state law students must have their first behind the wheel lesson within 60 days of us 
signing their application for the temps. We sign their application just before they turn 15 ½. 
Student’s that take the class early will have the form mailed to them after they schedule their 1st 
BTW. 
 
Behind The Wheel Lessons 
Soon after the student obtains their instruction permit they will begin the behind the wheel lessons. 
There are six lessons two hours long each. They drive one hour and observe another student the 
second hour.  
Most students do their lessons about 3 weeks apart. However, it is up to students to schedule their 
appointments. Students need to make sure that they complete their BTW’s in time for them to get 



their license.  Students should have AT LEAST one lesson for each month that they have had 
their permit (6 lessons / 6 months). We prefer that students do NOT schedule multiple lessons at a 
time as then there lessons become less of a priority and they tend to cancel and no show them. 
 
Realize that there are times when openings for BTWõs may be 3 or 4 weeks out. We are ON 
SCHEDULE when our openings are 3 weeks out. This helps us to keep the schedule full and 
instructors employed. We complete over 5000 hours of BTW’s each year and our system actually 
works VERY well.  
 
Students can complete all of their behind the wheel lessons ASAP if they wish, though not less than 
3 weeks from start to finish and a maximum of two lessons per week (according to state law). These 
lessons are designed to work in conjunction with the 30 hours driving practice that students are to 
receive with their parents (10 of the 30 hours must be at night). 
 
Adverse Weather Conditions 

 We are very quick to cancel lessons when the weather is bad. More than once we have had 
other drivers crash into us because they were driving too fast for conditions. We cannot afford the 
risk to our students, staff or equipment to be on the roads when they are slick. Do NOT let yourself 
get behind on behind the wheel lessons and expect to get caught up during winter months. 
 
 
Scheduling and Rescheduling Behind The Wheel Lessons 

Scheduling BTW is done at our website www.kcsdrivingschool.com . Follow the instructions 
carefully on the site. The system is pretty basic. You will need to follow the link at our site to our 
Online Scheduling. Then create a login. If you have trouble with our internet scheduling system you 
are always welcome to call our office at 262-544-9199 to schedule over the phone, though we are 
not always able to answer so please leave a message and someone will get back to you. 

If you realize that you cannot make the appointment the student needs to contact us ASAP. 
You can call 262-544-9199 or use the online scheduling at our website to cancel. You can also 
email us at drivesafe@kcsdrivingschool.com as long as it is not a last minute cancellation. 

It is often impossible to fill last minute vacancies. So PLEASE give us as much notice as 
possible. If we receive less than 24 hours notice of a cancellation for a lesson or if the student does 
not bring their permit we MAY charge them $20. If the student NO SHOWS a BTW they will be 
required to purchase an additional lesson at $45/lesson. Cleary these fees are not popular and 
most students never owe them. However, we must compensate the instructor whether the student 
shows up or not. Realize the instructors count on their BTW hours for income and it is not fair to 
short them. Also, realize that another student is counting on them to show up so that they have 
someone to observe. A no show may require the observer to return at a future date to make up an 
hour of observation. Multiple no shows and cancellations get to be a real problem and we may limit 
our offers of appointments and cancel future appointments for students who repeatedly no show or 
cancel. 
 
Scheduling The Road Test 

Students must have completed at LEAST 3 lessons prior to scheduling a road test. 
Students may schedule their road test at this web address:

When students go to the DMV for their road test they need to bring: 
1. Completion Certificate- received at their last behind the wheel lesson 
2. Car 
3. Parent 
4. $43

After School Pick Up For Behind The Wheel Lessons 

Students that are being picked up right after school should look for the KC’s Driving School car and 
not a particular instructor and will be picked up at the following locations at 3pm and 1pm for ½ 
days: 
North HS - Overflow parking lot across the bridge by the soccer field. 
South HS – By the pool exit. 
West HS - Outside the building down by the auditorium. We will be parked on the street. 
Catholic Memorial HS - In front of the school at 2:50. 
Kettle Moraine HS - At the Wales classroom by 3pm. If it is raining we will pick you up at the front 
at KM high school. 
Pewaukee HS - In front of main entrance 
Arrowhead HS – In the Mullett parking lot. 
 
4, 5, 6pm, Saturdays, Holidays, Vacation  Pick Up For Behind The Wheel Lessons 
Students with any appointments other than directly after school must come to my office for pickup.  
 
Home Pick Up and Drop Off 
We will do what we can to accommodate you. Give us a call if you need a ride to or from a behind 
the wheel lesson. You can put this request in the “comments” section of your BTW request if you 
need. Try to get to our office if you can as there are some times when we are unable to do home 
pickup and drop off.
